Easter is just around the corner, and so we can bring out

‘our Easter white and declare Spring to officially have

begun. But, what does Easter mean for us as a church?

' What is so important about Easter? The answer of course

has to do with Jesus Christ and his resurrection on an
Easter Sunday so many years before. Yet, we celebrate
Jesus’ rising from the dead almost every Sunday, why
should this Sunday be any different?

The answer of course is that this Sunday is no different

‘except for what we make of it. On every Sunday, we are

celebrating Jesus’ resurrection and what that means for our
lives. On Easter Sunday we do the same, but we spend
more time contemplating how this all happened and what
Jesus has done for us. We make Easter Sunday into a
festival Sunday, and it is a good practice for us to help us

;i think harder about what God has done for us. But what
(about all those other Sundays? Are we not celebrating

Jesus’ resurrection just as much on those days?

The real question is: How do we go from being a people
who look at one or two Sundays a year as cause for
celebration to being a people who look at every Sunday,
and even every day as a cause for celebration? The good
news for us is that Jesus Christ does not come out of the
tomb on just this one day, but comes out every Sunday, and
indeed every day as far as we are concerned. Jesus’ promise
of life that is guaranteed with his death and resurrection is
present with us every day, not just on Sundays, or Easter
Sunday for that matter. Rather than Easter being celebrated
simply once a year, we are called to celebrate Easter every
day. We are called to be an Easter people. So, you might
ask, how do we become an Easter people? A people who
are mindful everyday of God’s promise of life for us? I
invite you to come to church and find out. The words of
promise from your living God will give you the answer.
