You may end up feeling 

called to more than one 

thing, and there is no 

right or wrong choice as 

far as God is concerned. I 

believe that at the bottom 

of it all, God calls us so 

that life can be 

more enjoy-

able; not easier, 

or financially 

better, or longer, 

but that we will 

have the satisfaction that 

comes from being part of 

something important. As I 

begin this new change in 

my life, and as you antici-

pate the change in yours, 

I hope you remember 

how important God 

thinks you are; important 

enough to give you his 

Son, and important 

enough to include you in 

his plans here on earth.
