I would like all of us to think 
about who our neighbors are.  
We should also be aware of 
whom these people might be 
and their current needs. 
 

Our scripture lessons in July 
talk about our neighbors.  In 
fact one of the bulletin covers 
asks the question, ñWho is my 
neighbor?ò   As the definition 
above puts it, one living or lo-
cated near another.  Does this 
mean only the people within 
some predetermined radius 
from our physical home ad-
dress or something else? 
 

I do a fair amount of traveling 
in the work that I do and con-
sequently come in contact with 
a lot of people in a variety of 
different areas.  I have to say 
that rarely do I come in contact 
with unfriendly people wher-
ever the travels take me.  Most 
people are pleasant and full of 
happiness and enjoying life.  I 
am not talking about the cus-

tomers that I have called on 
for years but rather the 
other folks in a town.  The 
gas station cashiers, the 
restaurant workers, other 
drivers on the highway, all 
those that we meet only in 
passing and may never see 
again.  These, I believe, are 
also our neighbors at least 
for that brief moment in 
time.  Each of us can affect 
the other with a smile or a 
grimace, a pleasant voice 
or a gruff tone, let the other 
driver get in front of us or 
cut people off, you get the 
idea. 
 

An earlier lesson from Ga-
latians 5: 22-23, 25 really 
sums up how we should 
treat our neighbors. 22By 
contrast, the fruit of the 
Spirit is love, joy, peace, 
patience, kindness, gener-
osity, faithfulness, 23gen-
tleness and self-control. 
There is no law against 
such things. 25If we live by 
the Spirit, let us also be 
guided by the Spirit. 

 

A co-worker and I were 
talking one day and for 
some reason he mentioned 
there arenôt hungry people 
in this country.  To which I 
replied yes there are and 
plenty of them, we just may 
not see or know them.  
There are hungry and hurt-
ing people in our congrega-
tion, in our communities, in 
our state and in our nation.  
These people are our 
neighbors and we should at 
the very least pray for our 
neighbors, whoever they are.  
Perhaps through our actions 
they may see the Spirit 
within us and also become 
vibrantly open to the Spirit.
